As well as one-off story-telling
events, poetry writing (‘football rap’)
and art workshops, we recently ran a
six-week after school study support
project with the Chelsea library

education officers worked with the
children’s librarian. Author
visit/celebration event.

The added bonus of the involvement
of a local football club in a library
partnership can be illustrated in the
‘Love football, love libraries’
animation film, which was made by
talented 11 year old pupils from the
local Servite school.
